BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ABILENE, TEXAS:

That Chapter 20, Article V, “Burglar Alarms,” of the Code of Ordinances, City of Abilene,
Texas and proposed Article VI, Fire Alarms are hereby amended by combining them
together and creating a new Article V, Alarm Systems, as set out in Exhibit A, attached
hereto and made a part of this ordinance for all purposes.

That if any portion of this ordinance shall be held to be void or unconstitutional, such
holding shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining provisions or sections of this
ordinance, which shall remain in full force and effect.

That any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be punishable by a
fine pursuant to Section 20-73 of the Alarm Systems Ordinance. Each day such violation
shall continue or be permitted to continue, shall be deemed a separate offense. Said
Ordinance, being a penal ordinance, becomes cffective 10 days after its publication in the
newspaper, as provided by Section 19 of the City of Abilene Charter.
